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Past Simple Tense




Introduction

* The Past Simple is used for finished actions in the past.

* Jtis also called "Past Indefinite Tense"

* Yesterday, ago, last night, last week, in 2020, etc—show the action was in the
past

Examples

* I playved cricket yesterday. * My friend came last Monday.




Structure

Positive Sentence:
Subject + 2nd Form of Verb + Object
She went to school.

Negative Sentence:

Subject + did not + 1st Form of Verb + Object
She did not go to school.

Question Sentence:

Did + Subject + 1st Form of Verb + Object?
Did she go to school?
